The Stages:

Stages this month were written by Jeff Carey, Mike Boyd and the Tangi Practical Shooters Club. Thanks guys, for all your work.

Stage 1, by Jeff Carey, was a 35 round Comstock field course named “First and Ten”. This was a good “run-n-gun” assault course once you got out of the start box. But first, you had to get two good shots on both the long distance targets before you went on, ‘cause that was the only time in the stage that you were gonna see them. Great stage, Jeff!

Stage 2 this month was USPSA classifier No. CM99-37, “Steel One”. This was a deceivingly difficult 21 round, Comstock Speed Shoot with some very tight hardcover targets and steel engaged strong hand only. The best strategy here was to take plenty of “insurance” shots in lieu of a fast time.

Stage 3, designed by Mike Boyd was a 23 round Comstock field Course called “Quickly”. You started this stage facing up-range with your back up against a wall. On the signal, you had to come around either side of the wall, draw and engage all targets and steel from one large shooting area, negotiating around barrels and no-shoot targets as vision barriers. There were a lot of different ways to choose order of engagement on this stage, and some very interesting choices were made. We’ll have to set this one up again some day so Mike can show up and shoot it himself.

Last, but not least, Stage 4 this month was a 40 round Comstock Field Course named “Oxygen Please!” (Can you say, “anybody got extra single stack mags?”) This is probably a stage originally written by Kevin Martin for Tangi, dug up and submitted by Bryant Chaffin and then set up by Bud Berthold. With good use of a bunch of walls, no-shoots, and double-stacked targets, this turned out to be a lot of fast trigger-time fun. Of course, at the end you had to slow down for the steel or you were gonna end up spending even more “trigger-time”. If you didn’t have any problems, “Oxygen Please” was a really fun stage.

Results:

In open division we only had 3 shooters this month. But you know, we’ve got a lot of confidence here. Open division is growing, and it’s gonna grow even more, soon. Real soon. Because you see, everybody knows Open Guns are more fun! Yes!

Anyway, our friend Dr. Dan McKiever took the HOA, winning two out of the four stages. Dan, a Master class shooter, 

comes all the way over from Meridian, MS almost every month. He’s a good one to have in your squad because he knows a lot about reading into and figuring out stages; trying different things that most people don’t even notice. It’s great to have him here shooting with us. Congrats Dan! 

However, not far behind, was Bud Berthold with 92.48%, 2nd overall, and 1st B class. Rounding out open division was Jack Harrington with 49.47% and 1st C. 

In Limited-10 division we had another GREAT turnout. Nine shooters, headed up by our own Dr. Tommy Cabell, winning 3 out of the 4 stages and taking the HOA. Next was Frank Farmer with 73.79%, 2nd overall and 1st C class, L-10. Good job, Frank! Right on his heels though was Brian Davis with 71.3%, 3rd overall and 1st Unclassified. Ron Brown came in 4th overall with 64.5% and 2nd C class, followed by Eric Hudson, Ralph McLaney, Kendall McManus and Carolyn Hudson.

Oh-Oh. Revolver division? Only ONE? Who? Surprise, Surprise!

It’s a lonely job, but somebody has to do it. 

Funny thing is, you can even “zero” a stage and still win the match. 

Whoa! 21 shooters in Limited division alone. That’s a whole match in itself. And look at how close these scores are for the top 3 competitors! HOA in Limited went to one of our friends from Louisiana, Jim Davis. Congratulations JD!!!

Only 6 match points down was Team Magnolia’s own, Bryant Chaffin, 2nd overall with 98.817% and 1st A-class Limited. Only 3 match points behind Bryant was another Louisiana boy, Robert Konrady with 98.383%, and 2nd A-class. 

The big story here is Cliff Cargill’s 4th overall finish with 85.7% and winning the classifier shooting minor (9mm Glock M-17). That is an excellent finish considering the difference in points scored for minor. Good job Cliff!

Another very close race occurred between the next 6 competitors, where only 6 percentage points separated 5th place from 10th. Jeff Carey headed up this group with 78.1% for 5th overall and 1st B-class. Next was Matt Moorer with 77.5% and 2nd B. 3rd B with 77.3% was Mark Young. Richard Pittman came in 8th overall and 3rd A-class with 76.4% 

C-class winner was Nick Boyd with 74.5%, and Bryan Branch finished 2nd C with 72.2%. All these guys came in with B-class scores or better!

Whitt Moorer took 1st D-class with 66.5% and David Harris took high unclassified with 61.76%

Filling out this large contingent of Limited division competitors was Greg McDade, John Heiter, Dianna Moorer, Jim McDade, Amanda Moorer, Kevin Cox, Jim Dean, Bill Chaney and Roger Gregory.

Know your Rules!!

Rule 10.3.4 states: If at any time during the course of fire, a competitor allows the muzzle to point rearwards, that is further than 90 degrees from the median intercept of the backstop, or in the case of no backstop, allows the muzzle to point up range, whether the firearm is loaded or not, (a match disqualification shall be issued). This is what we call “breaking the 180”, and it’s one of the most important safety rules we have. It contributes to making IPSC one of the safest competitive shooting sports in the world. We have a warning system in place for if you’re shooting a stage, and you move so your muzzle comes too close to breaking the 180, the RO will shout “MUZZLE!” However, if you turn the gun any further, or if you get warned too many times, you will be stopped and sent home with a “DQ”. (Not the ice cream, either)

Keep in mind that you must show control of your firearm at all times. That includes demonstrating to the RO (and all of those around you) that your muzzle will never be pointed anywhere near their direction. On most IPSC stages“90 degrees from the median intercept of the backstop” refers to when the stage is set up straight on, facing through to the backstop (berm). Here it’s pretty clear to see where you are not to turn the muzzle past 90 degrees in any direction. (Including straight up or straight down) Where this can get a little hazy is if the stage is set up with multiple shooting positions, presenting targets at different angles with different backstops. Recent developments in stage design and range construction (berm shape and size, etc.) have opened up the defining of the “180” mark to interpretation. It’s going to be the responsibility of the stage designer and the set up crew to establish a clear limit for the “180”. Often, the start position can set a clear “median intercept”. A shooting box, a barricade or wall, or even a table can be set up so the “180” is clear for the whole stage. Of course, the best way to avoid 

180 “Traps” is to use vision barriers to insure that targets are not easily available while breaking the “180” (no-shoot targets and fault lines work also). Ultimately, the onus is on the ROs of the stage, to look carefully and make a fair and final assessment of how the “180” will be judged, making it clear to all competitors.   -DVC
