    “Special Classifier”
Every season at this, the hottest time of year, we go light on props and targets, make all the arrangements with the folks in Sedro Woolley, and host our annual “Special Classifier” Match. It gives our new shooters the opportunity to join USPSA and establish 
a classification in time to participate in the “Mississippi Classic”, our State Sectional Championship. 

It’s also for anyone who might possibly want to try to move up in class in a 

particular division. Or perhaps it’s just for those 
of us who just like to practice.....Really?
………Nah!

We did have a few new and guest shooters this month. First, let’s give a very warm, “Southern Hospitality” welcome to Chuck Lingenfelser. 
He knew he would be visiting Mississippi from way up north in Detroit, Michigan. And like the truly dedicated traveling IPSC shooter that he is, he looked us up on the internet and found our match schedule. So there you are! Not bad for a “Yankee”, huh? Thanks for joining us, Chuck!
Another new competitor to our ranks here at MPSC was Bill McFetridge. Bill is one of our neighbors from South Mississippi and usually shoots a lot with the guys down in Poplarville.
Helping fill out the ranks in Revolver Division, Robert Williams, who also shoots with the South Mississippi guys, came up to get in a few classifiers. Thanks to all who attended and helped out with set-up, and tear down.
The Stages:

Stage 1 was USPSA Classifier No. 99-07 “Both Sides Now #1”. This 18 round, 90 point Virginia Count Standards Stage started the shooter behind a Bianchi Barricade with hands relaxed at sides. A line of IPSC targets was set at 35 feet and very heavily covered by hard cover and no-shoots. In string one this target array had to be engaged with one round each from the right side of the Barricade. String 2 was the same, only they had to be engaged from the left side. Lastly, the third string was the same, only the shooter could choose which side he would shoot around. Some of the shots were so tight, they probably should have just named this stage “No-Shoot, Mike”. ‘Cause that’s about all we heard coming from the RO.
Stage 2 was USPSA Classifier No. 99-11, the infamous, 12 round, 60 point, Virginia Count “El- Presidente”.  This true skill tester features 3 IPSC targets, 3 feet apart, at 10 yards. Shooter starts in a 3 foot square box with his back to the targets and both hands up in “surrender” position. At the signal, turn facing the targets, draw and engage with 2 rounds each, make a mandatory reload and re-engage with 2 rounds each. Simple. right? Well, maybe.
Stage 3 was USPSA Classifier No. 99-05 “Mob Job”. This is a 16 round, 80 point Comstock Speed Shoot, featuring 7 IPSC targets and 2 Pepper Poppers. Basically set up as 2 arrays with a mandatory reload in-between, there are a few tricky things here including soft-cover masking a couple of targets, some others with hard-cover on them. And one of the Pepper Poppers is positioned exactly in front of a No-Shoot. This is one of USPSA’s more interesting Classifiers.
Stage 4, last but not least was USPSA Classifier No. 99-41, “Works For Me”. Very similar to Mob Job, this 12 round, 60 point Comstock Speed Shoot combines 5 IPSC targets with 2 Pepper Poppers. This time the targets are completely open and some are specifically engaged from the right side of the Bianchi Barricade, and others are to be engaged from the left, with the remaining targets to be engaged from either side. This stage also requires a mandatory reload when changing sides. There were some pretty fast times on this stage.
  Results:

Can you believe it? There were actually enough Revolver shooters to have a competition this month. But look out! MPSC’s own, Pat DeBerry took the HOA, sweeping all 4 stage wins. Congratulations Pat!!!!
Robert Williams finished 2nd overall with a percentage of 43.29%.
Open Division and Production Division both had only 1 competitor each. Congrats to Bud Berthold and Richard Pittman for getting through the match safely in Open and Production respectively. 
Next, Limited Division had only 5 competitors this month. HOA went to Doug Breaux with 2 stage wins on Stages 1 and 2. Congratulations Doug!

Second place overall and 1st C-class Limited went to Howard Adams, (91.08%) who edged out the 3rd overall by pulling off a great 2nd place finish on Stage 1. Nice work, Howard! 

Chuck Lingenfelser, our visitor from Detroit, finished 3rd, despite winning 2 of the 4 stages because he got badly bitten by Stage 1.

Come back and try us again, Chuck. We really appreciate you coming to shoot with us. Next was Melissa DeBerry with a very respectable 57.31%.
And Bill McFetridge ended up 5th with 33.68%.

Last but not least, our most populous group this month was Limited-10 Division with 8 shooters. It appears that several of our shooters that normally compete in Limited Div. were looking to get classified in L-10.

HOA went to Bryant Chaffin, winning 3 of the 4 stages. Good job, Bryant! Second overall (81.01%) was Tommy Cabell with a stage win on that very difficult, Stage 1(Both Sides Now #1) Great shooting, Doc!
Jeff Carey finished 3rd overall with 45.86%. Frank Farmer came in a very close 4th overall at 45.26%. And John Heiter was 5th with 43.54%. He was followed by Bill Cheney, Matt Fuller and Ken Shepardson.

Tangi Practical shooters will be running 2 IPSC Pistol Matches this month. The first will be on Aug. 22, 2004 and the other, the following week, on Aug. 29th. Shooting starts at 9:00 am and we’ll most likely have a carpool of folks from Magnolia leaving from the Winn-Dixie parking lot in Byram around 7:00 both weekends.
